Examples of Asian topics introduced into various courses.

1. Compare childcare options in the U. S., China, and Japan and think about the values and attitudes that underlie their social policies.

2. Students should be able to identify psychological and cultural characteristics that add to the diversity of adolescence. They should be able to provide specific insights into the important influence of race, gender, class, and sexual orientation on adolescents in our own and other cultures.

3. Identify and compare the characteristics of modern cultures with those of traditional

      cultures (such as Confucian, Buddhist and Daoist traditions of China and Japan). 
   

4. Describe important acculturation stresses and conflicts faced by Asian—Americans. 
   Compare traditional Asian values and modern Urban Industrial values.
5. Discuss the similarities and differences in sexual attitudes, practices, and correlates


for adolescents in the U. S. and China.
6. Define individuation and socialization, and discuss cultural differences in the 

            experiences of individuality, connectedness, and interdependence in families.

7. Describe the purposes, patterns and problems associated with dating. Discuss the

typical dating patterns in China.
8. Discuss how the structures (tracking, middle school--high school, university)

      serve the functions of schools and society in the U. S. and China.

9. Discuss how gender, ethnicity and race, and education affect career choice and opportunity 
in the U. S and China.

10. Discuss areas of change in Western/non-Western cultures that will continue to challenge adolescents in the future, and describe current trends in regards to them.
